Immigration Relief Bill

Purpose:
To provide for immigration relief in the case of certain immigrants who are innocent victims of immigration fraud. 

Provisions:
This bill enables immigration officials to provide relief for aliens who are subject to immigration fraud

 
(1) If an alien, upon application to an appropriate immigration official, establishes to the satisfaction of such official that such alien is an eligible alien (as defined in subsection (b)) and is, but for the specified immigration fraud, admissible to the United States as an immigrant and is not removable from the United States, such official shall provide immigration relief for such alien under subsection (c).
(2) In the case of an eligible alien, any pending proceedings providing for revocation of adjustment of status, revocation of naturalization, or removal with respect to such eligible alien shall be suspended in order to provide such alien with a reasonable opportunity to apply for immigration relief under this section and during the pendency of the application for such relief.
Definitions:
APPROPRIATE IMMIGRATION OFFICIAL: The term `appropriate immigration official' means, in the case of an alien in removal proceedings, the immigration judge who is presiding over such proceedings, or otherwise the Secretary of Homeland Security.
