MATERIALS
Text, paper, and a writing utensil of some sort comes with you EVERYDAY.
LATE WORK
Late work will not be accepted, unless the circumstance is extreme.  Homework is due at the beginning of the period.  When the bell rings, I will ask for it one time. If you do not have it, it will be considered late.  This also applies for make-up work.  I will not ask for your make-up work, you will need to remember to turn it in when you have completed it. In Sociology, an elective course, students study dynamics and models of individual and group relationships. Students study topics such as the history and systems of sociology, cultural and social norms, social institutions, and mass communication.

SEMESTER PROJECT
**Due: December 2nd/3rd**
Throughout the semester you will be expected to complete one semester project. This project is required to pass Sociology. You will turn in small parts of your project throughout the semester (for the ‘Semester Project’ portion of your grade. These small portions worked on throughout the semester will culminate in a final product. All projects MUST be typed and DOUBLE spaced!
Project Choices (please select one):
1. Read a Book that deals with a Sociological issue.  I have a suggested reading list, or you can choose a book not on the list that relates to sociology. I must approve the book you are reading by September 5th. You will read the book and write a paper with four main parts.  Today, you will be given a guide to help you write your paper.
2. Analyze a Problem in Society: Pick an issue/problem that you are interested that is causing strife in American society today. Examples include immigration, education, drug addiction, gang violence, consumerism, gay marriage, and poverty. You will analyze the issue (all ‘sides’), research possible solutions, and craft your own solution. The final presentation (in paper format) will be complex, but absolutely fascinating!
3. Movie Reviews Create a Notebook of movie reviews/analysis that you have completed throughout the semester. These movies must relate directly to sociology.  Documentaries are preferred; however other movies can be accepted with prior permission. I have a list of acceptable movies and you may ask for approval for additional movies. You may watch movies with friends, however the reviews must be written individually. Possible sources for movies; the Round Rock Public Library, Netflix (rent or streaming), and Blockbuster. You must:   (1) Describe the movie; (2) write review of the movie; (3) and an explanation regarding how the movie relates to what you have learned in sociology. Reviews must be collected throughout the semester. Each review should be at least 1 page long.
A - 5 articles

B - 4 articles

C - 3 articles
(Less than 3 movie reviews will not be accepted)
